The purpose of the hearing is to receive public witness testimony 
regarding the application of Sweetleaf Solar LLC for a certificate of public 
convenience and necessity (CPCN) to construct a 94-MW solar photovoltaic (PV) 
electric generating facility to be located in Halifax County, North Carolina, and 
operated as a merchant generating facility. A link to view the hearing will be 
available at www.ncuc.net. Members of the public that would like to testify must 
register in advance of the hearing, no later than 5:00 p.m. on Monday, August 17, 
2020, by contacting the Public Staff at 866-380-9816. 

In support of its application, the Applicant filed the direct testimony of Kara Price and 
Donna Robichaud, as well as several exhibits. In summary, construction of the 
facility is anticipated to begin on or about the second quarter 2021, with the expected 
commercial operation date being as early as the fourth quarter of 2022. The location 
of the proposed facility is on seven parcels of land for a total of 2894.86 acres 
located generally east and west of Justice Branch Road, between Delmar Road and 

g3eaverdam Road, north of Enfield, Halifax County, North Carolina. The facility will 
interconnect with the electric transmission system owned by Virginia Electric and 
Power Company, d/b/a Dominion Energy North Carolina, affording it access to the 

-..t7PJM regional transmission organization, and the Applicant is negotiating a contract 
for the sale of the output of the facility with an out-of-state corporate buyer. The 
expected service life of the facility is 20 or more years. 

On June 15, 2020, the Public Staff filed a Notice of Completeness stating that the 
Public Staff has reviewed the application as required by Commission Rule R8-63(d) 
and that the Public Staff considers the application to be complete.
